General Information and
Shooting rules

1. Camping — 35 Spaces are available on a
first come first served basis. The $10.00
daily fee (plus tax) includes water and
electricity. Sewage disposal is available for
an extra fee.

2. Rules — ATA rules will govern this shoot

3. Ammunition — the Gator Gun Club will
have a variety of Trap loads available at
special shooter’s prices.

4. Hulls — All empty shells on the ground
become the property of the Gator Gun Club.

5. Trophies — HOA Champion Trophies
will be awarded. Only one trophy will be
awarded to any shooter per event. Gator
Skeet and Trap Club will award $100.00
in cash to the first shooter breaking 100
straight in any registered handicap event at
this shoot.

6. Shootoffs — All shootoffs will be held
after the conclusion of the day’s program.
Ties on preliminary days will carry over to
the next day’s like event, except for
handicap. All handicap ties will be shot-off
daily.

7. Options — All selected purses and options
must be played when entering. No additions
or cancellations will be permitted after entry
is made. All Lewis purses will be divided 1



class each 5 entries, limit three classes, paid
60/40 to each class. Pay sheets will be
posted at least one hour after each event . If
there are less than five entries in any option
the entry money will be refunded and added
money withdrawn.

8. Scores — The management will not be
responsible for errors in scores after options
have been posted. Shooters are expected to
check their scores. Management reserves the
right to reject, refund or disqualify any
contestant who interferes with the harmony,
conduct or sportsmanship of the shoot.

9. Fees —an ATA fee of $3.00 per day and
an FTA fee of $2.00 per day will be charged
in addition to entry.
